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Fixed-term Stipendiary Lectureship (4 hours) in Biochemistry
Oriel College seeks to appoint a Stipendiary Lecturer in Biochemistry for a fixed period of one year from September 2023 to cover a short-term teaching need.  Candidates should hold or be close to be completing a doctorate in a relevant field of biochemistry, and should be able to demonstrate relevant teaching experience.

OVERVIEW OF THE COLLEGE

BIOCHEMISTRY AT ORIEL

Oriel admits 4-5 students per year on course for the full 4 years of the MBiochem course i.e. up to 20 students in total reading Biochemistry at Oriel, together with a number of graduate students in biochemistry and related disciplines. The tutorial team includes Prof Lynne Cox and Dr Dominic Alonzi. Tutorials are organised within the college and conducted mainly by the teaching team though with specialist tuition on specific topics from outside tutors on a swaps basis. All teaching is planned well in advance and the students are provided with an overview plan of the teaching year, though of course individual tutors have scope to schedule tutorials at appropriate times and to adjust their teaching style and requirements for prepared work according to their preferences and the needs of the students. 

Duties of the appointment

To act as a College Lecturer in Biochemistry with a stint of 4 hours per week: 

a. To undertake teaching for an average of 4 contact hours per week during term time to undergraduates at Oriel College, or to students at other colleges in return for payment to be remitted to Oriel. Teaching arrangements will be coordinated by the Organising Tutor in Biochemistry, Dom Alonzi. Students should receive appropriate guidance for completing work in advance of tutorials and appropriate written feedback on written work submitted.
b. To provide teaching for Prelims (1st year) Cellular and Molecular Biochemistry, and Information Transfer (IT) teaching Blocks as well as other aspects of the course, particularly genetics 2nd and 3rd year students, as well as providing support and advice to Oriel Part II MBiochem students in preparation for their Part II examinations
c. To set and mark Collections (beginning of term internal College exams) as required, and to write end of term Tutorial Reports on TMS. 

d. To meet the relevant undergraduates in 0th week at the start of each term to confirm arrangements for the term’s work, and again in 8th week to review progress made. 

e. To provide information as necessary on students’ academic progress at meetings with the Main Organising Tutor and at meetings of the College’s Tutorial Committee. 

f. To play a full part in the undergraduate admissions process (weeks 9 and 10 of Michaelmas Term, usually early December), conducting interviews and assisting in administration. Admissions training is available if required. 

g. To participate in College Open Days and other schools’ liaison or widening participation activities for the College. 

SELECTION CRITERIA

· Candidates should be close to completing or have completed or a doctorate in a relevant field of Biochemistry.

· Candidates must be able to show knowledge and understanding of the material required for at Prelims, and Part I of the Oxford Biochemistry course as well as an appreciation of the standards required for students to achieve good grades in each paper.

· Candidates should have demonstrable experience of effective small group teaching of Biochemistry in the Oxford college system. 

TERMS AND BENEFITS 
The basic stipend will be according to the Senior Tutors’ Committee recommended scale for full-time stipendiary lecturers with a teaching stint of 4 hours per week (on a pro rata basis - currently £9,921 to £11,116 per annum depending on experience). Contributory membership of USS (the Universities Superannuation Scheme) is also offered. The Lecturer will be entitled to free lunch and dinner in the Senior Common Room.
